Way In

Obedience, honour, submission are words we don’t often hear used.  Why do you think that is?  What ideas do they bring to mind for you?

What challenges or encouragements can you share about living for Christ in your home or work?  Perhaps you could think back to some of the LICC Life on the Frontline materials for ideas and reflections. 

For an more open-ended study discussion
Read Ephesians 6:1-9, twice.  On the second reading, write down words, phrases or questions which stand out for you – encouragements, challenges, questions.  Share these together and work together to learn from each other as God speak through his word.  Where there are questions, see if you can work out a response based on the passage, and other bible knowledge available in the group. 
The Big Idea
We are to be Spirit filled; Children, Parents, Workers and Bosses. The kind of people who live out our relationships with one another in light of our reverence and respect for the Lord Jesus Christ.  By being this way, people will see the transforming work of Jesus and his impact on the whole of life.  
Or 

Split into two groups, one to look at HOME (v1-4) and the other at WORK (v5-9), and think about the following questions.  Draw back together to share your insights with the other group.
· What is the instruction?

· How is this balanced?

· What are the pressures and temptations which we battle against (v12)?

· What is the benefit or impact (on the situation and for the gospel) of following this instruction?  

· How can we help each other live this out? What help do we need?
